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Line Mechanics at all times are required to work not only within their prescribed limits of work but also

within their individual competencies. They must have the skills, experience and training to safely and 

competently carry out this work.

Distribution Line Mechanic limits of work 
The installation, connection, disconnection or maintenance of conductors, and 
fittings, but only in relation to electric lines (service mains) that are part of a 
distribution infrastructure in addition to the restoration of supply to an 
installation. The testing, certification and supervision of that work.
This means: 
Can repair, replace, or install electric lines (service mains), (this includes all 
conductors associated with the electric line). For O/H point of entry this would 
be the mains entry box terminals. 

Testing
Can test electric lines (service mains) at the appropriate point where
polarity to the installation can be confirmed. 
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
